SLOPE:

· Q: What is current rate of failure? 

· A:  

· Q: Will native fill be used?

· A:

· Q: What is distance of parking retreat?

· A:  It varies from 10 feet at the south end to 30 feet at the north end.

· C: Concern about more water down Leucadia


PARKING:

· Q: Look at removing east side parking

· We will look into the potential of removing east side parking.

· Q: What it the width of promenade? 

· A: 12’ 

· C: 12’ is too much for the promenade

· C: 12’ is a good width for the promenade

· Q: Where will parking drainage go?

· A: The parking area will drain toward Neptune. 

· C: Consider directing parking to park at base of Leucadia and 101.

· C: Less spots would be good.

· Q: What about angled parking-(head in facing West)?

· A: We can look at this configuration but if the angle directs cars facing northwest, head in parking would be a better option due to capacity increase and the fact that all traffic will be forced to exit northbound on Neptune.  If parking is configured to face southwest, a considerable number of parking spaces will be lost but the traffic could continue to flow in the pattern it currently uses.  We haven’t attempted the later option but would be happy to see if it will work and what the implications will be with that configuration.

SHORE PROTECTION

· Q: What will be the affect on erosion at ends of proposed wall?

· Q: Assuming no surprises, when will project start?

· A: Not for at least a year.

· Q: Will access during construction remain?

· A: The city will look into keeping access open during construction.

PATH

· Width of proposed curb to curb road?

· A: The width of the curb-to-curb road including the parking area will vary between 55’ and 60’ depending on the scheme. 

· Q: Can turns along the path be made wider?

· A: We will look into making the turns wider but the bigger they are the steeper the slope becomes.

· Q: Could stairs be used at the turns in the path to make them wider?

· A: Potentially, we will look into using stairs at the turns and see if they make a difference.

· Q: What is proposed path width?

· A: 4’ plus a 1’ wide drainage swale which will be walkable.

· C: Take a look at stabilizing with out changing parking.

· C: Make the paths wider.

PLANTING

· Q: What about ice plant stabilizing bluff how will that feather in?

· A: We will be producing a native, coastal, southern California plant palette that will help stabilize the slope and is appropriate for this area.

ELECTRICAL

· C: Lighting – prefer none

CIRCULATION

· Q: Any speed control planned?  (Speed Bump)

· A: At this time we have only planned a speed bump at the entrance to the east facing parking scheme but further traffic control measures can be considered.  We will have the civil engineer investigate this topic.

· Q: Can Leucadia be made one-way West and add parking along one side all the way up?

· A:  We can look into this option.

· Q: Will traffic be directed down Jasper?

· Traffic will be directed down Jasper in the head in parking scheme only.

· Q: Can exiting on Leucadia be maintained?

· Yes with parking option 1 showing angled parking facing southeast.  We will be looking into parking facing south west and maintaining the traffic flow as it exists today.

· C: Consider adding a continuous speed bump to separate parking from road in association with the head in parking scheme.

· C: Concern for foot and non-vehicular traffic on Neptune.

· C: A temporary spot for drop-off/ pick-up near phone would be nice.

· C: Consider removing 20’-30’ of the planned promenade at the north end to make room for a turnaround.  This will allow parking to be designed facing southwest and keep the existing traffic pattern.

AMMENITIES

· Q: Will there be sanitation facilities?

· No.

· Q: Bicycle facilities that currently exist are inadequate and out of the way.  Will bicycle facilities be included in the design?

· A: Yes.  (Question to group: How many bicycles should we plan to accommodate? A: 15 will be adequate.) 

· C: Locate guard tower further North.

DRAINAGE

· C: Water flow on Leucadia a problem.  Will the project impact the current flooding problems at the base of Leucadia Blvd.?
